PURPOSE AND USE OF THIS M ANUAL

This manual contains Flor  ida West Coast Resource Co nservation and Development

(RC&D) Council policy, guidance, and oper ating procedures for implementation of

the MARS Farm Connection Grant Program, in accordance with  federally-mandated
guidelines.

The MARS Farm Connection Grant Program manual is based on the United States
Department of Agriculture-Natural Reso urces Conservation Service (USDA-NRCS)

Environmental Quality Incentives Program (EQIP) Program Manual.

RC&D BACKGROUND

The Florida West Coast RC&D Council is an independent 501(c)(3) non-profit

organization that provides leadership, ¢ oordination and techni  cal assistance on
projects in Hillsborough, Manatee, Pi nellas and Sarasota Counties, with a
commitment to creating healthy, vibrant communities. Florida West Coast RC&D is

part of the national RC&D program, sponsored and partially-funded by the USDA.

The RC&D business plan is called an Area Plan, which provides the mission, vision,

goals and strategies for the organization. The MARS Program joins two of our most
critical mission areas, Agri  cultural Resources and Water Management, in ways that
promote a complimentary sustainabl e system for both resources.

The RC&D has received Federal funding to prov ide grants to eligible farmers to connect
their irrigation systems to the MARS main transmission line.

MARS PROGRAM BACKGROUND

Overview

The MARS system is a strategy to redu ce aquifer withdrawal s and increase the
drinking water supply through treated wast ewater reclamation and recycling, by
providing alternative water sources for agri cultural irrigation. Up to 80 million

gallons of water per day are pumped from the Floridan Aquifer for agricultural
irrigation in Manatee Count  y and an additional 12 million gallons are pumped per
day for residential use. The overuse of groundwater in one of the most stressed
aquifer recharge areas in the state of Florida, the Southern Water Use Caution
Area (SWUCA), has made finding alte rnative sources of water critical.

The MARS project goals are also in line with current strategi  es recommended in
the State of Florida, as outlined in the Water Reuse Work Group Water
Conservation Initiative:

Reclaimed water has played a significant role in FloridaOs existing
water supply picture, and its conti nued development is critical to
meeting the growing water needs in the state.

FloridaOs objectives of encouraging and promoting water reuse
remain viable and central to an y discussion of water resource
management. Strategies encourage use of reclaimed water in all
water use sectors and in all parts of Florida. This is highlighted in a
strategy that encourages use of reclaimed water in lieu of other
water sources.

FLORIDA WEST COAST RC&D MARS FARM CONNECTION GRANT PROGRAM 2005-2006 (9/15/05)
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Economic Feasibility

For Manatee County

Manatee County has constructed three regional water reclamation facilities (WRFs) that
have the total capacity to treat almost 40 million gallons of wastewater per day. All

three of the WRFs depend upon irrigation with reclaimed water to dispose of the
treated effluent. The only alternate disposal method is a 15 MGD deep injection well
located at the Southwest WRF to dispose of surplus water during wet weather. The
County has received grant funding of over $25 million from EPA and SWFWMD for
construction of the MARS pumping and transmission facilities, and the total

construction costs amount to approximately $50 million.

The MARS system has over 40 reclaimed wate r customers that use  the majority of the
reclaimed water produced by the CountyOs th ree regional wastewat  er treatment plants.
The users include golf courses, residential developments, and agri  cultural properties.

Manatee County has determined that the use of reclaimed water for irrigation is the
most cost-effective means of effluent disposal and isco ~ mmitted to implementing the
MARS system for agricultural users.

For Farmers

Farmers will be contracting with Manatee County Utilities to determine reuse water
rates. Manatee County Utilities will be monitoring reuse water usage and cost to
the user.

The MARS FARM Connection Grant Program will provide a financial incentive for
farmers to connect to the MARS transmission line.

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The Manatee County Utility Op erations Department Role

The Manatee County Utilities Operations Department is interconnecting 3 regional
wastewater treatment plants to provide a 32-mile distribution system for urban

and agricultural irrigation needs. Co nnections to the syst em on private lands
have been limited by 2 main factors:

m  Costs for agricultural operations/lack of incentives for agricultural users
to invest in the infrastructure requ ired to convert to reclaimed water

m Limits on Manatee CountyOs authority on private lands

The RC&D Role

The Florida West Coast RC&D role in th e MARS project is to address private
property and cost limitations through th e MARS Farm Connection Grant Program.

The RC&D MARS Farm Connection Grant Pr  ogram will provide funding to connect
the main MARS transmission line to an eligible farmerQOs irrigation system using

Federal funds obtained through Congressional direct appropriations as part of the
NRCS operations budget. The RC&D has an agreement with the USDA-Natural
Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) to develop, implement and evaluate this

grant program.

For an application to be eligible for contract development by the RC&D, proof of
initiation of the connection process for reuse water with Manatee County Utilities
Operations will be required.

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MARS FARM CONNECTION GRANT PROGRAM GOALS

The objective of the RC&D MARS Farm Co nnection Grant Program is to provide
funding and technical support to connect the maximum number of eligible farmers
to the MARS System, within available funding limits.

Goals Include:

Reducing groundwater withdrawals from the Floridan Aquifer in the
Southwest Florida Southern Water Use Caution Area (SWUCA), where
groundwater withdrawals exceed safe levels

Evaluating agronomic and economical feasibility of reuse water for
agricultural users

Evaluating a county-wide wastewater collection, recovery, and reuse
system for economic and agri cultural sustainability

Providing irrigation system planning assistance for optimal irrigation
performance

Recycling wastewater to reduce groundwater use

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o. OVERVIEWOF THE FARM CONNECTION GRANT PROGRAM

To achieve maximum participation and cr eate a diverse customer base for the
delivery of reclaimed water, a phasing strategy has been developed for delivery of
the grant program. The phasing structure also provides accountability to the

original intentions of the project as presented to Congress.

Phasing Structure:

Phase | will create a widely-advertised application period which will provide a

window of opportunity to maximize equal access to grant funds. Grant funds will
be available to all eligible farmers on a first-come, first-served basis. The grant will

cover 100 percent of the cost of one conne ction to the main transmission line per
farmer, contingent upon available fundin g. Thereisan ag gregate maximum of
$499,000 per farmer for the life of the grant program The RC&D Council will
manage the design and construction of the project.

Phase Il will begin shortl y after Phase | and is also contingent upon available

funding. This phase is designed to ex pand the number of connections and supply
additional fields for a farmer that alre ady has one connection, and will also be
managed on a first-come, first-served ba sis. The grant will cover 100 percent of

the cost of these connec  tions, up to an aggregate maximum of $499,000 per
farmer for the life of the grant program. At any point, additional farmers who did
not participate in Phase | can still apply for funds.

Phase Il will provide cost-share funding for on-farm demonstrations of reclaimed
water conservation methods includin g tailwater recovery, water quality
enhancement, and innovative technologies. Phase lll is also contingent upon
available funding. Cost-share rates will be reimbursable up to an aggregate

maximum of $499,000 per farmer for the lif e of the grant program, and will be
equivalent to the percentages established in the EQIP program or the Facilitating
Agricultural Resource Management Syst ems (FARMS) Program of the Southwest
Florida Water Management District (SWFWMD), typically 50-75 percent.

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Information, Outreach and Education

Definitions

Information

Information includes those activities to develop, produce, and deliver general
news, knowledge, and facts about the program. The Florida West Coast RC&D will
use all available media to provide full disclosure of contract ranking, grant rates,
and program descriptions.

Outreach

Outreach includes those activities to de velop, produce, and deliver general news,
knowledge, and facts about the program to a specific audience. Outreach efforts
are typically aimed at farmers who have been historically underserved, or who
require special emphasis or accommodations. The intent of outreach activities is to
assure that the targeted producers are aware and informed of program
opportunities and have access to program patrticipation.

Education

Education and training includes those activities to develop, produce, and deliver
technical news, knowledge, and facts to farmers to help them identify and
understand their natural resource and environmental conditions related to
irrigation water management and reclaime d water, and to know how to develop,
implement, and maintain an efficien t and sustainable ir  rigation system.

1. SPECIAL EMPHASIS

Special emphasis will be made in all information activities to provide assistance,
outreach, and access to limited resource producers, minority producers, small-
scale producers, and prod  ucers with di  sabilities.
Special outreach efforts could include, but will not be limited to:
m  Providing special accommodations, to the extent possible, to assure that
producers are aware, informed, an d have access to information and
assistance, such as:

o Using language spoken by  the intended audience

o Using appropriate media sources to reach the intended audience

FARMER ELIGIBILITY

Determining Farmer Eligibility

To be eligible to participate in the MARS Farm Connection Grant Program, an
applicant must meet all of the following eligibility criteria:

Be the owner or registered representa tive of an agricultural operation
that is engaged in agricultural prod uction as defined in this section.

The applicant is an individual, entity, or joint operation.

The land being contracted for the MARS program is used in agricultural
production as defined in this section.

Be an owner or registered repres entative intending to start an
agricultural operation. The RC&D Board of Directors will evaluate on a
case-by-case basis. The farmer wi Il be responsible for providing
documentation which supports his/her intent to farm.

Have control of the land for the TERM of the proposed contract (see
Section 18 of this manual).

Be in compliance with all federal regulations required by the federal
government for disbursement of federal funds:

Clean Air/Water Act b self-certification of compliance using the RC&D

self-certification form or the USDA Farm Service Agency form AD 1026.

The farmer should notify the RC&D if form AD 1026 is already on file
with the FSA.

EEO/Drug-free workplace Nself-certification of compliance will be
included as one of the  items in the RC&D contract with the farmer and
all subcontractors working on the farmerOs connection.

Ineligible Organizations

Entities that do not meet agricultur al eligibility requirements are not
eligible for MARS funds.

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Responsibility for Dete rmining Eligibility

The RC&D MARS Project Manager shall determine whether or not an applicant is
eligible as a farmer as defined in this section.

Definition of a Farmer

A farmer is someone engaged in agricultural production.

Agricultural Production

Agricultural production is defined as a farm operation involving the production of
crops including but not limited to:

grains or row crops

seed crops

vegetables or fruits

hay, forage, or pasture
orchards or vineyards

flowers or bulbs

sod

trees, including private non-industrial forest land
Naval stores

field grown ornamentals

plant materials

plant materials in green houses

other crops used for subsistence

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Determining Eligibility as Separate Individual or Entity

In order for an individual or entity, other than an indivi dual or entity that is a
member of a joint operation, to be consider ed as a separate indi  vidual or entity for
the purposes of MARS, in addition to othe r provisions of this section, all of the

following must apply to the individual or entity:

m Has a separate and distinct interest in the land or the agricultural
production involved.

m Exercises separate responsi  bility for such interest

m Maintains funds or accounts separate from that of any  other individual
or entity for such interest

Conflict-of-Interest

RC&D Employees, Board & Council members, NRCS Employees, or Manatee County
Employees, hereafter referred to as OpersonO who meet the producer eligibility
requirements of the program shall be e ligible for the program but must not:

m Participate in any particular matter involving specific parties, as part of
the personOs duties, if that matter will have a direct  and predictable
effect on the personOs financial inte  rest; or the interest of the spouse,
minor child, outside employer, perspe ctive employer, and organization
in which the person serves as an officer, general partner, etc.

m Participate in any particular matter involving specific parties, as part of
the personQOs duties, where the matt er is likely to have direct and
predictable effect on the financial interest of a member of the personOs
household, or where the person kn ows that a person with whom the
person has a Ocovered relationshipO s or represents a party to such

matter, where the circumstances woul d cause a reasonable person with
knowledge of the relevant facts to question his/her impartiality in the
matter.

O A covered relationship is:

- A person, other than a prospect ive employer, with whom you
have or seek a business, contractual or other financial
relationship that involves other than a routine consumer
transaction.

- A person who is a member of your household, or who is a
relative with whom you have a close personal relationship.

- A person for whom your spouse, parent or dependent child is,
to your knowledge, serving or seeking to serve as an officer,
director, trustee, general partner, agent, attorney,
consultant, contractor or employee.

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- Any person for whom you have, within the last year, served
as officer, director, trustee, ge neral partner, agent, attorney,
consultant, contractor or employee.

Perform pre-contract func  tions with respect to competing applications,
or any substantive functions with respect to the employeeOs own
application, unless issued an exception.

Any RC&D, NRCS, or Manatee County employee who becomes aware of
the need to disqualify him or herself from performing official duties

should notify his or her supervisor in writing. The employeeOs

supervisor should forward the notification to the Florida West Coast

RC&D Board of Directors.

Any member of the Florida West Co ast RC&D Board of Directors who
becomes aware of the need to disqua lify him or herself from performing
official duties should notify the president of the RC&D Board of Directors

in writing, with copies to the other member of the Board.

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9. ELIGIBILITY OF LAND

Land Eligibility Decisions

The Florida West Coast RC&D Council makes land eligibility decisions based on the
land eligibility criteria below.

Eligible Land

In general, the term Oeligible landO means land on which agricultural commodities
are produced.

The following Manatee County Zoning Definitions for agriculture will also be used
to determine eligible land:

m  The production of strawberries, toma toes, vegetables or other food and
grain crops.

m  The production of nut trees, citrus and other fruit trees, vines and
bushes.

m  Agricultural Research  Facility shall mean an y premises where the
principal use is the experimentation, testing, planting, raising, or
growing of agricultural flora or fauna for research purposes.

Note: growing fauna is not eligible under the MARS Farm Connection
Grant Program.

Ownership and Control

Land may be considered for the MARS Farm Connection Grant Program if the land
is privately or publicly owned.

Evidence of control of land:

m  An applicant must provide satisfacto ry evidence that control of and
access to land will continue uninterrupted for the contract term.

m  Evidence may include, but is not limited to a deed or other evidence of
ownership

Note: evidence may already be on file in the FSA county office or NRCS
field office and should be referenced.

Land Enrolled in Co nservation Programs

Land enrolled in other conservation programs is eligible under the MARS program,
provided:

m  MARS does not pay for the same practice on the same land as other
federal or state conservation programs.

m  The MARS program does not defeat the purpose of other conservation
programs.

Note: The MARS Farm Connection Gr ant Program is Federal funding and
cannot be used as matching funds for other Federal grant programs.

PROGRAM BASICS

Program Definition
The Florida West Coast RC&D MARS Farm Connection Grant Program provides

grant payments and technical assistance to farmers who connect to Manatee
CountyOs MARS system transmission line.

Program Availability

The RC&D MARS Farm Connection Grant Prog ram is open to all eligible farmers (as

defined in Section 9 of this manual), with eligible land (as defined in Section 10 of
this manual).

Program Implementation

EVALUATION AND ASSESSMENT PROCESS

Evaluation and Assessment

Evaluation and assessment  of the MARS Connection and Grant Assistance Program
is an important part of the program. Using automation systems to gather data,
the focus will be on measuring the success of our goals:

I Reducing groundwater withdrawals from the Floridan Aquifer in the Southwest
Florida Southern Water Use Caution Area, where groundwater withdrawals
exceed safe levels

I Evaluating agronomic and ec  onomical feasibility of reuse water for agricultural
users

I Evaluating a county-wide wastewater co llection, recovery, and reuse system
for economic and agricu  ltural sustainability

I Providing irrigation system planning assistance for optimal irrigation
performance
I Recycling wastewater to reduce groundwater use

Reduction in Groundwater Withdrawals

One measure of the success of the MARS program will be the amount of the reduction

in groundwater withdrawals for irrigation achieved through replacement with reclaimed
water. The reduction in groundwater withdrawals can be quantified by comparing

historical data for pumpage from wells with pumpage after connection to the MARS

system and metered usage of reclaimed wa ter. Well owners report monthly pumpage
guantities to SWFWMD based upon meter re adings at each well, and this data is
available upon request.

The well pumpage data for properties that connect to the MARS system also should be

reported to Manatee County to provide da ta for determination of the groundwater
withdrawal reductions. The data should be monitored over a peri  od of time and the
analysis should include rainfall data to incorporate weather conditions into the

comparisons. The well pumpage us ed in the comparison should be the total of all of the
wells on the property.

Irrigation Planning Assistance

During Phase lll, the RC&D MARS Project Mana ger will assistinte  rested farmers in
evaluating the efficiency of their irrigation systems. Measurements will be
developed to determine overall water savings.
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23. PROGRAM EVALUATIONS AND ASSESSMENT REPORT

The RC&D will monitor flow data from th e deep well pumps and the Master Meter.
Collecting and maintaining such data will be ongoing for the length of the program.
A final assessment report is pro jected to be completed by 2009.
